1. Develop an Annual Plan

* Day of Service with a local non-profit (e.g. local food pantry)
* Social events (Beach Day, Pool Party, etc.)
e Signature Event (BBQ Bash, Shrimp Boil, etc. as scholarship fundraiser)
e Football, basketball, baseball game watch parties
» Networking and career events
 High school College Fair participation
e Student Send Off Event before the start of school in August
